COURSE TOPICS: We will cover Chapters 1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8, and 10.

CALCULATOR/CELL PHONE: A basic calculator capable of computing factorials, (for
example: 23! ), and exponential expressions, (for example: 1.0984) and square roots will
be needed for both homework and examinations. Computers and calculators with typewriter
keyboards or built-in computer algebra systems such as the TI-89 or T1-92 will not be permitted
on exams. Cell phones and other related electronic devices are not permitted on exams and
must be turned off in class.

EXAMS: Exams are closed book: no notes, or books or other materials are permitted. A
basic calculator may be used on exams (see above); however, cell phones and other electronic
devices may not be used during exams. You may not leave the room during an exam except
to hand in your exam. Once you leave the room, you may not come back in to continue the
exam.
